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Introduction

This seventh edition of our county data book contains information of use to residents throughout
lowa. We're pleased that this annual publication has become one of the most frequently referenced data
sources in the state. As we've done in previous editions, tables have been constructed from varied
sources to serve as a reference for demographic and socioeconomic change in lowa's counties. We've
focused on the 1980s and the first years of the 1990s for the most part, although one section traces
population back to 1850 while another projects it to 2020. We are particularly interested in providing data
that readers can use to determine trends that are occurring in lowa; that's why all of the sections have
data for at least two years.

This year we've included several items from the 1992 and earlier economic censuses--service
industries and retail and wholesale trade. And we've provided population histories and an estimate for
1994 for incorporated places and the balance of population in counties.

Each data set in this volume is accompanied by a commentary that provides a brief analysis of
trends. Graphics highlight either changes in state figures or differences across the counties. Definitions
are provided where necessary, as well as notes of caution and an indication of the source of the data. For
assistance in locating counties mentioned in the text, please see the map included on page 4.

We continue to be confident that readers will find sources of data on lowa's counties that they
haven't seen previously—unless it was in previous editions of this publication. Because we add some
items each year and delete others, readers interested in having as much information as possible will want
to collect and retain all volumes in this series.

We know that the statistics we've included have never been published in one source; indeed,
several never have been published previously for the genera! public. But we've undoubtedly missed other
data sets for lowa's counties that would be valuable to share in future editions. Thus, suggestions on data
that would be useful would be appreciated. So would comments on this edition. Although the numbers in
the tables have been checked and rechecked, it is possible that some are incorrect. Please inform us of
any discrepancies from published documents so that they can be corrected in the next edition of this
volume.

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Population Estimates in lowa's Counties:
1991-1994 and 1981-1989 Revisions

The U.S. Bureau of the Census estimates the population of counties each year between the
decennial censuses. The estimates for 1 July 1993 and 1994 were released in January of 1995. They are
included with revised estimates for 1991-1992 and the 1990 census counts in Table 1. lowa's population
was estimated to have increased by more than 52,400 (1.9 percent) between 1 April 1990 (census date)
and 1 July 1994 (Table 1).

The estimates for the state and counties are based on births, deaths, and residual change. Most
of the residual is net migration. Residual change also is affected by any inaccuracies in data supplied to
the census bureau or in variations in implementing the estimating method. Actually, even the births and
deaths are based on estimates, since they normally are reported for calendar years rather than the period
covered by the population estimate. Thus, caution is urged in interpreting the estimates. They provide
only a preliminary view of change since the 1890 census.

1990-1994 Population Change

Fifty-five counties were estimated to have gained residents between 1990 and 1994 (Figure 1),
with increases greater than 1,000 in Benton, Dallas, Dubuque, Johnson, Linn, Muscatine, Polk, Scott,
Sioux, Warren, and Woodbury. Gains of 18,750 in Polk and 8,045 in Linn were the only ones exceeding
5,000. Fifteen of the 55 counties with gains grew by fewer than 100 inhabitants. Percentage increases
ranged from less than 1.0 percent in 24 counties to 3.0 percent or more in 17 others. Benton, Dallas,
Johnson, Linn, Madison, Polk, and Warren grew by an average of at least a percentage point a year (4.0
percent or more from 1990 to 1994).

Declines occurred in 43 counties, although only in Hancock, Hardin, Kossuth, and Webster did the
decreases exceed 400. Twenty-five lost 100-399 residents, while the remaining 14 reported declines of
fewer than 100. Of the 43 counties with declines, 20 had losses of less than 1.0 percent, Adams,
Audubon, Decatur, Hancock, Humboldt, and Pocahontas dropped by at least 3.0 percent from 1990 to
1994,

Greene County's population was estimated to be the same in 1990 and 1994. This was the only
county in which the total was identical these two years.

The U.S. Bureau of the Census provided corrected 1990 counts for four counties (Cedar,
Mahaska, Scott, Wapello). These small changes have been certified by the office of the Secretary of
State in lowa and the corrected totals are reported in Table 1. The corrected 1990 total for the state's
population is included as well.

Revised 1981-1989 Population Estimates

After a decennial census, the bureau re-evaluates the estimates that it provided during the
previous decade and issues revised numbers. These revisions are reported in Table 2. Generally, the
revised figures are substantially lower, especially in the initial years of the 1980s, than were reported
originally. These revised numbers have been used throughout this edition of the annual county data book
as the base to calculate rates and percentages for the years between the 1980 and 1990 censuses.

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Projected Population in lowa's Counties:
2000-2020

Projections of the population of lowa and its counties require the use of past trends, current
information, and assumptions of what may occur in the future. Three sets of projections are reported in
Table 1, each of which is based on assumptions concerning possible demographic or economic trends
and on data available at the time they were completed.

The projections released in 1984 by the Office of the State Demographer for lowa, a position that
no longer exists in state government, were based on demographic trends. Certain assumptions were
made about births, deaths, and migration in the state and the counties through 1982 and projected to the
year 2000. The projections made by the iowa Department of Transportation in 1987 considered the same
trends, although data through at least 1985 were available as the base. These projections were carried
forward through the year 2010. In 1994, Woods and Poole Economics, Inc. (1794 Columbia Road, NW;
Washington, DC 20009), also provided projections to 2020. Economic models drive this third set of
projections, with employment statistics acting as a key determinant of the figures. Woods and Poole
update their projections annually; they had the advantage of using 1990 census figures as part of the data
series for their projection equations. The Woods and Poole projections are used in Figure 1.

For lowa, the projections for the year 2000 vary from 2,884,000 to 2,965,000, the more recent the
projection, the lower the figure. The two projections that are available for 2010 differ by 35,000, with the
more recent Woods and Poole (2,965,000) projection higher than that from the lowa Department of
Transportation (2,830,000). The only projection for 2020 exceeds 3 million.

Using the 1990 total popuiations as a base, more counties are projected to gain from 1990 to
2000 by the Office of the State Demographer (87 increase, 12 decrease) than by the lowa Department of
Transportation (68 increase, 31 decrease). But the most recent projections from Woods and Poole
suggest that 44 will gain while 55 will decline in population this decade. Both projections available for
2010 predict that more counties will decrease than increase during the first decade of the next century,
with 57 (Woods and Poole) or 58 (lowa Department of Transportation) counties projected to decline even
though the state's total population is expected to increase. From 2010 to 2020, the Woods and Poole
projections suggest that 53 will decline while 46 will gain.

Percentage changes will be relatively small in most counties according to the Woods and Poole
projections. For example, 50 counties are expected to change by less than three percentage points in
either direction between 1990 and 2000. From 2000 to 2010, 56 may change by less than three points;
this could increase slightly to 58 between 2010 and 2020. Gains of at least 10 percent could occur in
Dallas, Dickinson, Johnson, Linn, Marion, Polk, and Warren in the 1990s. In the first and second decades
of the next century, Dickinson and Johnson are projected to increase by at least 10 percent. No county is
expected to decline by at least 10 percent in any of these three decades.

Note: Caution is urged in examining population projections. Assumptions underlying the three sets
reported here vary substantially; so does the time at which they were constructed. One method of using
them would be to build a range by indicating the upper and lower projections for a county. Another
possibility would be to pool projections from the various sets for a specific time period and obtain an
average. In using either of these suggestions or the individual projections alone, it is important to realize
how difficult it is to project populations even a few years, let alone a few decades, into the future.

The U.S. Bureau of the Census estimates the population of incorporated places in even-
numbered years between decennial censuses. Figures are released for places by county along with the
number living outside of places (balance of county) (Table 1). Some incorporated places cross county
boundaries; such places are designated by (part) in the first table. Summary totals across the parts are
reported for these incorporated places in Table 2.

The estimates for 1 July 1994 were released in September of 1995. Some 1990 numbers have
been corrected from reports published previously. Administrative records (namely, changes of address on
federal tax returns) were used to create that part of the estimate due to migration, with the differences
between 1990 and 1994 calculated for each incorporated place. Birth and death data, also used to
generate estimates, were available only for counties, however; the census bureau allocated births and
deaths occurring within a county across all incorporated places and areas outside such places within that
county.

Research by the U.S. Bureau of the Census on estimates reported in the 1980s indicated that
these numbers are subject to error. The chance of errors tends to increase the smaller the total
population in the county and incorporated place. Based on potential problems resulting from the method
used to generate them, great caution is urged in using these estimates.

Historical Trends of the Population in lowa's Counties:
1850-1990

The population in lowa's counties has been counted every 10 years by the U.S. Bureau of the
Census. lowa's first census occurred in 1850, which was four years after statehood in 1846. County
populations have undergone many changes in the succeeding years.

1850 to 1900

In 1850, much of lowa was only sparsely settled; 50 of today's counties had no population
reported for that year (Table 1). Those 50 counties were in the west and north parts of the state such that
a line drawn from the southwest corner to the northeast corner of the state would serve to separate the
area where residents were counted from that where they were not. lowa's 192,214 people were highly
concentrated in the southeast corner. Indeed, more than 54,000 lived in just four counties (Des Moines,
Jefferson, Lee, Van Buren) and another 10,841 lived in Dubuque. At the same time, many counties had
fewer than a thousand people.

By 1860, settiement had spread across almost the entire state and the population had increased
significantly to nearly 675,000. Only Lyon and Osceola, two counties in the northwest corner of the state,
had no reported population. During the decade of the 1850s, the counties along the Mississippi River
experienced relatively great growth. Dubuque gained more than 20,000 people; Scott gained nearly that
many (Table 2). The eastern and southeastern parts of the state grew as settlement progressed
westward and northward from the southeast corner. By 1860, 29 counties had populations of more than
10,000. All counties in the state gained population from 1850 to 1860 with the exception ef Pottawattamie.

Growth continued through the decade of the 1860s. The state gained more than 500,000 in the
10-year span and the total population in 1870 topped the one million mark. All counties gained during the
decade, with the exception of Osceola which still did not have any inhabitants listed in the census. By
1870, only five other counties remained under 1,000 in population and most of them were in the northwest.
Fifty-two counties were over the 10,000 population mark, with five of these over 30,000. The highest
populations were in Dubuque and Scott, each of which had more than 38,000. During the 1860s, the most
rapidly growing counties were in the central areas of the state rather than along the Mississippi River as
earlier. This reflected the gradual westward direction of settlement across the state.

People were first counted in Osceola County in the 1880 census, completing settlement across
the state. All counties had at least 1,500 residents and three (Dubuque, Polk, Scott) had moved past
41,000. This was the first time Polk was among the three most populous counties. The state reached
1,624,615 by 1880. During the 1870s, the counties with increases of at least 10,000 were Cass,
Pottawattamie, Polk, and Shelby, indicating that rapid growth had reached into western lowa. An
additional indication of the shift in population was seen in the losses experienced by some southeastern
counties.

Twenty-seven counties lost population from 1880 to 1890 with most in the eastern or southern
areas of lowa. The state population as a whole, however, continued to grow, reaching 1,912,297 by 1890.
All counties had at least 4,200 residents, and seven were above 40,000. The largest numbers were in
Polk (65,410) and Woodbury (55,632). Woodbury had gained more than 40,000 during the

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decade and, for the first time, Polk became the most populous county. Significant growth was ailso shown
in Plymouth and Sioux.

At the turn of the century, lowa reached a milestone of more than two million people. Only three
counties (Dickinson, Emmet, Osceola) remained under 10,000 in 1900. Polk, with 82,624, had more
residents than any other county, although five others were over 50,000. Woodbury was the only one to
lose population between 1890 and 1900.

Overall, the last half of the 1800s saw lowa go from a sparsely- to a fully-settled state with a gain
of more than two million people (Table 3). It was a time of generalized population growth shared by all the
counties across the state. Two-thirds (67) of the counties gained population during each of the five
decades and only four (Cedar, Henry, Jefferson, Van Buren) lost during more than one decade.

1900 to 1950

The turn of the century marked a significant change for lowa's population (Figures 1, 2). The
generalized growth of the previous 50 years came to a halt. In the decade from 1900 to 1910, lowa
experienced a population loss of 7,082. Although small in number and proportion (-0.3%), it was the first
decade loss for the state. The decline was widespread among lowa's counties; 71 had fewer residents in
1910 than in 1900. Mahaska decreased by more than 4,000 people; Keokuk, Lee, and Union dropped by
more than 3,000. In percentage terms, Adams lost more than 19% of its population, while Fremont,
Keokuk, Lucas, Ringgold, and Union declined by more than 15%. Such widespread losses were
unprecedented in the state's history. In contrast, 28 counties gained during the period. The greatest
percentage growth generally occurred in counties with large cities (Black Hawk, +38%; Polk, +34%:;
Woodbury, +24%), although Monroe was highest (+41%). Polk increased by more than 27,000 during that
decade and both Black Hawk and Woodbury each added at least 12,000 residents. Polk became the first
lowa county with more than 100,000 residents. The total population for the state in 1910 stood at
2,224,771.

The state rebounded from its 1900-1910 losses during the next decade (1910-1920) by gaining
more than 179,000 people (+8%). Although 27 counties lost population during the 1910-1920 period, this
was a much smaller number than the previous decade; also, the percentage declines tended to be lower.
Mahaska dropped more than any other county in both numbers and proportion (-3,590, -12%); it was the
only county with a decline greater than 10%. The counties showing losses tended to be in the east,
south, and west central areas of the state. Counties with large cities continued the growth trend started
earlier. Polk gained more than 43,000 to put its population above 154,000 it remained the only county
with a population exceeding 100,000. For the first time, all counties had at least 10,000 residents; seven
had 50,000 or more inhabitants.

In 1930, lowa's population reached 2,470,939, an increase of 2.8% over 1920. Even though the
state was growing, nearly half (48) of the counties declined. Monroe dropped by 8,457 people, a 36%
loss. It experienced the highest losses in both numbers and percent, although five other southern-border
counties (Appanoose, Davis, Decatur, Van Buren, Wayne) also declined more than 10%. Of the 51
counties that grew during the decade, the greatest percentage gains were in Black Hawk (+22%), Story
(+19%), and Jasper (+18%). Woodbury joined Polk in having a total population over 100,000.

In the 1930s, the trends from the 1920s continued; that is, the state's population increased, but
many counties (43) decreased. The greatest declines were in two western counties, Pottawattamie
(-3,132) and Harrison (-2,130). Harrison also had the greatest percentage loss (-9%) for the decade.
Polk (+22,998) and Black Hawk (+10,800) continued their gains as did most counties with large cities
other than Pottawattamie. Black Hawk's percentage gain of 16% was the highest of any county.

The 1940s witnessed World War Il and ushered in the post-war era. Once again, the state grew
this time by more than 82,000 residents. However, two-thirds (67) of the counties lost population, most ai
higher rates than in the 1930s. Thirteen counties had declines greater than 10%: four 'of these
(Appanoose, Fremont, Lucas, Monroe) were over 15%. The counties with the highest percentage losses
were located in the southern and west central parts of the state. Four counties (Adams, Clarke, Davis,
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Ringgold) dropped below 10,000 in population, the first time any of these had been that low since 1870.
indeed, all counties in lowa had been above 10,000 since 1920. In sharp contrast to these losses were
nine counties for which population gains were greater than 10%. All of these nine contained substantial
cities. Johnson and Story led with increases greater than 30% as students returned to the universities
after the war. Polk alone gained more than 30,000 people, Black Hawk more than 20,000, and Linn and
Scott more than 15,000. in 1940, only two counties (Polk, Woodbury) had been over 100,000; by 1950,
there were five (Black Hawk, Linn, Polk, Scott, Woodbury). Polk exceeded 200,000 for the first time. The
total population for lowa was more than 2.6 million in 1950.

lowa's growth was considerably slower in the first half of the twentieth century than it had been in
the last half of the 1800s. Fewer than 400,000 residents were added from 1900 to 1950, which was an
increase of 17.4%. Fifty-five counties had fewer residents in 1950 than they counted in 1900 (Table 3).
Drops of at least 5,000 occurred in 13, topped by declines greater than 8,000 in Keokuk and Mahaska.
Most of the counties with relatively large decreases were located in the southern section of the state. Of
the 44 counties gaining population in the first half of this century, 16 added at least 5,000. Polk's increase
of more than 143,000 doubled the next greatest increase (Black Hawk, +68,000). Three others gained
nearly 50,000 in 50 years (Linn, +48,900; Scott, +49,100; Woodbury; +49,300). Thirteen counties (Black
Hawk, Cerro Gordo, Dickinson, Dubuque, Johnson, Linn, Marshall, Polk, Scott, Story, Wapello, Webster,
Woodbury) increased their counts each decade from 1900 to 1950; these tended to be lowa's most urban
counties. In contrast, 11 counties (Adair, Adams, Audubon, Clarke, Clayton, Davis, Keokuk, Louisa,
Taylor, Van Buren, Wayne) declined each decade from the beginning of this century to 1950.

1950 to 1990

lowa experienced an upsurge in population in the 1950s, when it increased by more than 5% for
only the second decade this century. Polk once again made an impressive gain (more than 40,000).
Biack Hawk and Linn also continued to post substantial gains. Twelve counties had percentage increases
greater than 10% and eight of these also had more than 10% growth the previous decade. Still, 58
counties declined, 16 losing more than 10%. Eight counties (Adams, Appanoose, Decatur, Fremont,
Monona, Ringgold, Taylor, Wayne) were down at least 14% and all of them had lost at least 10% the
previous decade as well. By the 1960 census, six counties (Adams, Clarke, Davis, Ringgold, Van Buren,
Wayne) had slipped below 10,000 residents.

The 1960 population of 2,757,537 grew to 2,825,368 by 1970, but the rate of growth slowed
somewhat to 2.5%. This time 74 counties experienced population declines, more than in any previous
decade. Twenty-two had losses of at least 10%. As of 1970, 15 were under 10,000 in population. The
least populous counties were Adams and Ringgold, each with just over 6,300 inhabitants. Woodbury had
the highest numerical loss (-4,797) with Wapello next (-3,977). The trend of the previous decades
continued, in that most counties with large cities increased, although Polk's gain of 19,815 was less than
half that of the previous decade. The greatest growth in numbers came in Linn (+26,314) and Scott
(+23,620) and increases greater than 25% occurred in Johnson (+34%), Story (+27%), and Warren
(+32%).

Population declines slowed somewhat for many counties in the 1970s. Between 1970 and 1980,
42 counties lost population, fewer than in the previous decade. Only Pocahontas and Audubon counties
had percentage declines above 10%. The largest numerical losses of the decade were in Wapello
(-1,908), Webster (-2,438), and Woodbury (-2,168). In 1970 and 1980, the same fifteen counties had
fewer than 10,000 residents. Growth counties were led by percentage gains of 24% in Dickinson and 27%
in Warren. Numerical gains were largest in Polk and Scott, with increases greater than 17,000 in each.
Polk surpassed 300,000 for the first time and, by 1980, the population of the state was 2.9 million.

Population trends turned quite negative in the 1980s, when the number of lowans dropped by
137,000 (4.7%). Seven counties (Dallas, Henry, Johnson, Marion, Polk, Story, Warren) gained
population from 1980 to 1990 (Figures 3, 4). The increases of 24,000 in Polk and 14,400 in Johnson were
the only ones topping 2,000; these two counties also had the only gains above 5% (Polk, +8%; Johnson,
+18%).  Declines were greater than 5,000 in five counties (Black Hawk, -14,200; Clinton,
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-6,100; Dubuque, -7,300; Scott, -9,000; Webster, -5,600) and between 1,000 and 4,999 in 65. Forty-eight
counties had decreases of at least 10% in the 1980s (Figure 5). Seven of these declines were 15% or
greater (Adams, -15%: Calhoun, -15%; Greene, -17%; Grundy, -16%; Kossuth, -15%; Palo Alto, -16%;
Pocahontas, -16%).

Growth in population for the state continued to slow in the second half of this century. About
156,000 more people lived in lowa in 1990 than in 1950, which was an increase of 5.9% (Table 3)._ But
much of the gain that occurred in the 1960s and 1970s was negated by decline in the 1980s. Fifteen
counties lost at least 5,000 residents in the last 40 years, with the greatest loss in Wapello (-11,70’0);
another 49 counties were down by 1,000-4,999. Yet the state's population grew because some counties
had large increases. Eight gained 1,000-4,999 residents and 11 added at least 5,000 residents. Four
(Johnson, Linn, Polk, Scott) jumped by at least 50,000, with Polk topping the list with 101,000 more
residents in 1990 than in 1950.

Only five counties (Dallas, Johnson, Polk, Story, Warren) grew in each of the four decades
between 1950 and 1990; 30 decreased in each. Indeed, declines were noted in Adams, Audubon,
Keokuk, Taylor, Van Buren, and Wayne between every census since 1900; 28 others reported growth in
only one or two of the last nine decades. On the other hand, Johnson, Polk, and Story gained population
every 10 years since 1900; another 11 (Black Hawk, Bremer, Clinton, Dallas, Dubuque, Jasper, Linn,
Marshall, Muscatine, Scott, Webster) increased in seven or eight of the decades since the turn of the
century. Some radical changes in population trends are evident when the first and second parts of this
century are compared. Warren, for example, gained population in only one decade from 1900 to 1950, but
it increased in each one from 1950 to 1990. Wapello, on the other hand, grew between each census
conducted from 1900 through 1950 but has declined in each one since. Cerro Gordo, Dickinson, and
Woodbury each gained throughout the first half of the century, but they had increases in only one decade
since 1950. Cherokee and Floyd reported higher populations at the end of all decades except one from
1900 to 1950, but neither grew between any of the censuses from 1950 to 1990.

Concluding Comments

Growth between 1850 and 1900 resulted in only three lowa counties with populations under
10,000 at the turn of the century. But the 90 years since then are characterized by two diverse trends for
Counties. Some declined; in 1990, 18 had fewer than 10,000 residents. Nine counties reported less than
half the residents in 1990 than they had counted in 1900. Others grew; six counties had populations
greater than 50,000 in 1900, although only one (Polk) was above 60,000; 10 exceeded 50.000 in 1990,
but only one was in the 50,000-60,000 range. Among those that increased over this century, two more
than doubled their populations when 1900 and 1990 were compared, and five more than tripled their
totals. These contrary trends temper the general growth reported for the state. Such differences should
be expected to continue through future censuses.

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Historical Trends of the Population (1850-1990) and Estimated

Population (1994) in lowa’s Incorporated Places

The U.S. Bureau of the Census estimates the population of incorporated places every two years
between decennial censuses. The estimates for 1 July 1994 were released in September of 1995. They
are included with counts from the 1850 to 1990 censuses in Table 1. Some 1990 numbers have been
corrected from reports published previously.

Estimates were reported for 952 incorporated places in 1994, a decline of one from the 1990
figure of 953; Donnan (population of 7 in 1990) disincorporated between 1980 and 1994 and no new place
incorporated during that period. lowa had 680 places with fewer than 1,000 residents in 1990, 673 were in
this category according to the 1994 estimates (Table 2). The same number of places with at least 25,000
residents was reported both times. Changes were relatively small in the number of people living in places
of various sizes from 1990 to 1994 (Table 3).

Nearly three-fifths (58.7%) of the places gained population from the last census to 1994 (Table 4).
In most places, change was modest; half (50.6%) of the places changed by less than 5 percent in either
direction. But substantial differences occur when 1990-1994 is compared with 1980-1990. In the 1980s,
nearly four of five (78.4%) incorporated places lost population; from 1990 to 1994, fewer than two of five
(38.6%) declined. The total population living in towns with fewer than 250 residents decreased from 1990
to 1994 while it grew in other size categories (Table 5). Again, this differs from the 1980s (Table 6). The
greatest numerical increase occurred among places with 10,000 to 24,999 residents in 1990-1994; in the
1980s, this was the only size category to grow. Many of the places of this size are close to larger urban
centers.

Administrative records (namely, changes of address on federal tax returns) were used to create
that part of the estimate due to migration, with the differences between 1990 and 1994 calculated for each
incorporated place. Birth and death data, also used to generate estimates, were available only for
counties, however; the census bureau allocated births and deaths occurring within a county across all
incorporated places and other areas within that county.

Research by the U.S. Bureau of the Census on estimates reported in the 1980s indicated that
these numbers are subject to substantial error. The chances of errors tend to increase the smaller the
incorporated place. Thus, great caution is urged in using these estimates. Some will find it preferabie to
create their own estimates based on average population change over one or more previous decades. The
data from 1850 through 1990 are provided for that purpose.

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Births, Deaths, and Natural Change in lowa's Counties:

The lowa Department of Public Health annually records vital statistics for lowa and its counties.
Data for 1994 recently were released for births and deaths. Births are counted by the county of residence
of the mother, which may not necessarily be the county in which the birth occurs. Similarly, deaths are
reported by the county of residence of the deceased individual, although the death may have happened
elsewhere.

Births

lowa recorded 37,057 births in 1994, the lowest number of the 15 years reported here and 748
fewer than in 1993 (Table 1). That decline continued the pattern from 1990 to 1993, which followed three
annual increases (Figure 1). More than 5,300 fewer births occurred in 1994 than 10 years earlier in 1984.
A drop of 2,434 births took place between 1985 and 1986, this was the greatest decline between adjacent
years.

Comparison of the most recent years indicates that 41 counties had more births in 1994 than in
1993, 55 had fewer births in the more recent year, and three had the same number both years. Increases
in the number of births ranged from less than 10 in 12 counties to at least 20 in 10 others, with the
greatest increases occurring in Fayette and Story. Declines ranged from less than 10 in 16 counties to at
least 100 in two others (Black Hawk, Scott).

Only six counties (Decatur, Linn, Madison, Marion, Polk, Woodbury) had more births in 1994 than
in 1984, indicating that most areas of lowa reflected the state's trend. In two counties (Black Hawk, Scott),
there were at least 400 fewer births in 1994 than in 1984. In 11 other counties, there were from 100 to
399 fewer births in 1994 than in 1984, while 36 counties had from 50 to 99 fewer births at the end than at
the beginning of the period.

Deaths

The number of deaths in lowa has fluctuated much less than the number of births (Figure 2). The
27,651 deaths in 1994 outnumbered the 26,972 counted in 1984 by 679 (Table 2). The change between
adjacent years was greatest for 1992-1993; there were 1,371 more deaths in 1993 than in 1992. From
1980 through 1992, changes from one year to the next never varied by more than 838 (1984-1985) and
decreased about as frequently as it increased from one year to the next.

Forty-five counties had more deaths in 1994 than the previous year. The increase was less than
10 in 23 counties. Twenty-two counties had at least 10 more deaths in 1994 than in 1993, although only
Black Hawk had at least 40 more deaths during the more recent year. Fifty-one counties had fewer
deaths in 1994 than in 1993; 17 had less than 10 fewer deaths in the more recent year, although Harrison
and Scott declined by at least 40 deaths between 1993 and 1994.

The different trends for births and deaths are highlighted when 1994 data are compared with
those for 1984. Births were lower in 1994 in all but six counties, and the drop was at least 100 in 13. For
deaths, the differences are much smaller; indeed, the difference in either direction was 10 or less in 34

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counties. An additional 10 or more deaths were reported in 1994 than in 1984 in 31 counties, but deaths
decreased by 10 or more in 34 others.

Natural Change

The result of subtracting deaths from births is called natural change. This is an indication of
population change caused by the natural events of birth and death. lowa has had more births than deaths
each year during the 1980-1994 period (Table 3). But births outnumbered deaths by a smaller margin
each year from 1980 through 1988. This trend was reversed from 1988 to 1990 and changed little from
1990 through 1992. In 1993, a substantial decline occurred; there were 9,854 more births than deaths
that year, compared with 11,879 in 1992. This narrowing of the difference between total numbers of births
and deaths continued in 1994, when 9,406 more were born than died.

Fifty-seven lowa counties reported natural increases (more births than deaths) in 1994. These
increases ranged from less than 50 in 31 counties to more than 100 in 18 others. Two counties (Linn,
Polk) had at least 1,000 more births than deaths in 1994. Three others (Johnson, Scott, Woodbury) had
natural increases of at least 500 that year.

Forty counties had natural decreases (more deaths than births) in 1994 (Figure 3). Deaths
outnumbered births by at least 50 in Fremont, Pocahontas, and Ringgold. In 1980, only two counties
(Pocahontas, Wayne) reported more deaths than births. The total of 40 counties experiencing natural
decrease in 1994 was the highest of the years examined (Figure 4).

Forty counties had more births than deaths every year from 1980 through 1994. Only Wayne
had more deaths than births every year, although 23 others had natural decreases occurring in at least 8
of the 15 years examined.

Concluding Comments

While the number of deaths in lowa has changed relatively little through the 1980s and early
1990s, births have declined substantially. At the beginning of the 1980s, the state and nearly all counties
had more births than deaths. More recently, however, there has been a greater number of counties
experiencing more deaths than births. These trends suggest that many counties will continue to have
difficulty adding to their populations through natural events.

Trends in birth and death rates provide indications of basic changes in the population.
Differences across geographical units such as states or counties are enhanced when rates are compared.
Such rates are calculated by dividing the number of births or deaths by the total population. The result is
multiplied by 1,000. Thus, the rates reported in Tables 1 and 2 shouid be interpreted as the number of
births or deaths per 1,000 residents. Caution is urged in examining the 1981-1989 and 1991-1994 rates;
they are based on population estimates provided by the U.S. Bureau of the Census.

lowa and National Birth and Death Rates

The birth rate for lowa has dropped substantially since 1980 (Figure 1). There were at least two
more births per 1,000 residents in 1980 (16.4) than in 1986-1994, although the rate was up haif a point
from 1987 to 1990. From 1990 to 1994, however, the birth rate again declined; in the last two years, the
rates were at least three points below that of 1980. The death rate in lowa has not changed as much; it
ranged from 9.3 in 1980-1982 to 10.1 in 1988. The 1994 figure was 9.8 deaths per 1,000 residents.
Although lowa's death rate is somewhat higher than that for the nation (1980, 8.8, 1994, 8.8), the pattern
of change has been similar. But the direction of change for birth rates in lowa and the United States was
in marked contrast from 1980 to 1987. lowa's birth rate declined during much of the 1980s, while it
increased in the nation; more recently, however, the country's birth rate began to decline. In 1980, lowa's
birth rate of 16.4 was a half point above that of the nation (15.9); by 1994, however, lowa's figure of 13.1
was more than two points below that of the United States (15.3).

County Data on Birth and Death Rates

In 1994, 26 counties had birth rates above the state figure of 13.1 (Table 1). Three counties
(Muscatine, Polk, Woodbury) had rates two points or more above that for lowa, while another eight had
rates at least a point above the state average. Of the 73 counties with birth rates below that of the state,
33 fell at least two points under the state level and another 20 were at least one but less than two points
below 13.1. Calhoun, Cass, Dickinson, Emmet, Fremont, Grundy, Howard, Osceola, Pocahontas,
Ringgold, and Union had fewer than 10 births for every 1,000 residents in 1994.

Death rates in 1994 varied from less than 7.0 (Johnson, Story) to 15.0 or more (Adair, Audubon,
Fremont, Monona, Ringgold, Wayne) in lowa's counties (Table 2). Although only four counties (Johnson,
Linn, Polk, Story) had death rates two points or more below the state average of 9.8, 46 counties reported
rates two or more points greater than that for the state. Fourteen counties had rates at least four points
higher than did the state. A total of 78 counties had death rates above the state figure.

Differences between county birth rates in 1984 and 1994 generally mirror the decline reported for
the state. Only 10 counties (Adams, Davis, Decatur, Louisa, Lucas, Marion, Mitchell, Page, Van Buren,
Woodbury) had higher birth rates in 1994 than in 1984. Twelve had birth rates in 1994 that were less than
a point lower than their rates for 1984. But the differences were at least five points in five counties. |da
and Ringgold had birth rates in 1994 that were at least six points lower than 10 years earlier.

For the most part, death rates changed far less than did birth rates. Seventy-one counties had
higher death rates in 1994 than in 1984, as did the state. But in only Audubon, Decatur, and Ringgold was
the rate four or more points higher at the end of the period than at the beginning. Among the 25 counties

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where the death rates were lower in 1994 than 1984, only Greene, Jefferson, and Montgomery dropped
by at least two points.

Note: Comparisons of any one year with another must be done with caution, because unusual
circumstances could have affected the rates in any single year. Because the population figures used to
generate the rates for 1981-1989 and for 1991-1994 are estimates, the birth and death rates reported
must be treated as estimates as well. Additional information on births and deaths is reported annually in
VITAL STATISTICS FOR IOWA (lowa Department of Public Health, Lucas State Office Building, Des
Moines, IA 50319). Data on birth and death rates for the states and the nation also are available
annually; the most recent publication is "Annual Summary of Births, Marriages, Divorces, and Deaths:
United States, 1994," MONTHLY VITAL STATISTICS REPORT, which is published by the National Center
for Health Statistics (U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, 3700 East-West Highway,
Hyattsville, MD 20782).

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Births, Out-of-Wedlock Births, and Births to Teens in lowa's Counties:

In 1994, there were 37,057 births to lowans (Table 1). Births to lowa residents are attributed to
the county of residence of the mother. This information is collected annually by the lowa Department of
Public Health. Births in lowa's counties in 1994 varied from as few as 30 in Ringgold to as many as 5,458
in Polk. Polk had the highest number of births each year in the period, while either Adams or Ringgold
had the lowest.

The state had annual declines in births from 1981 to 1987; these numbers increased from 1987 to
1990, aithough they declined again from 1990 to 1994. All counties had at least one year of increase
during the time period. When 1984 and 1994 were compared, however, all counties except Decatur, Linn,
Louisa, Madison, Marion, Polk, and Woodbury showed a decline (Table 3); Polk's increase of 549 was the
only one above 60. Black Hawk, with 488 fewer births in 1994 than in 1984, had the largest decrease,
although 12 other counties declined by at least 100.

Out-of-Wedlock Births

Even though births declined in lowa between 1984 and 1994, the number of births out of wedlock
increased. The 9,198 out-of-wedlock births in 1994 was an increase of 73.1 percent from the 5315 in
1984. The increase of 822 out-of-wedlock births from 1988 to 1989 was the largest annual increase
among the years reported. Indeed, nearly all of lowa’s increase in births from 1988 to 1989 (+846) was in
the out-of-wedlock category (+822). And the increase in out-of-wedlock births (+717) surpassed the
increase in total births (+414) from 1989 to 1990. The decline of 493 total births from 1991 to 1992 stands
in contrast to the gain of 406 out-of-wedlock births during that same period. For 1993 to 1994, out-of-
wedlock births declined by 98 while total births dropped by 748.

In each year from 1981 through 1994, Polk county had the highest number of out-of-wedlock
births; Scott was second highest. The seven out-of-wedlock births in Ringgold was the lowest of any
county in 1994.

Out-of-wediock births occurred disproportionately in large, urban counties. In 1984, the six
counties (Black Hawk, Linn, Polk, Pottawattamie, Scott, Woodbury) with the highest number of out-of-
wedlock births together accounted for §1.6 percent of such births but only for 35.7 percent of the total
births. In 1994, the same six counties recorded 48.1 percent of the out-of-wedlock births and 39.6 percent
of all births.

Other than 1993 to 1994, the number of out-of-wedlock births increased each year in the 1984-
1994 period for lowa; every county had at least one year when these numbers declined. Ninety-six
counties had more out-of-wedlock births in 1994 than in 1984 (Table 3). The increases ranged from 1 to
613. For 56 of the 96 counties that gained, the increase was less than 25. Black Hawk, Clinton, Linn,
Polk, Pottawattamie, Scott, and Woodbury increased by more than 100. Davis and Ringgold had the
same number of out-of-wedlock births in 1984 and 1994, and Palo Alto (-4) had fewer out-of-wedlock
births in 1994 than in 1984.

Because the number of births in lowa generally was going down at the same time as the number
of out-of-wedlock births was going up, the percentage of all births that were out of wedlock rose from 12.5

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percent in 1984 to 24.8 percent in 1994 (Table 3, Figure 1). In 1994, the percentage of out-of-wedlock
births in the counties ranged from 8.7 percent in Davis to 36.1 percent in Black Hawk and Scott. Three
additional counties (Adair, Lyon, Sioux) were under 10 percent, and 43 counties ranged from 10.0 percent
through 19.9 percent. In Black Hawk, Scott, and 27 other counties, at least one of every four (25%) of the
1994 births occurred out of wedlock (Figure 2).

For lowa, the percentage of births out of wedlock increased each year from 1982 to 1994. The
counties were more variable; all had at least one year in which the percentage of out-of-wedlock births
declined. Seventy counties had percentages 10 or more points higher in 1994 than in 1984.

Births to Teens

Births to lowa teens, which includes mothers 19 and younger, numbered 4,041 in 1994 (Table 2).
The 1994 figure was 25 lower than in 1993; increases occurred from 1987 through 1989 following
continuous decreases from 1981 to 1987. Teen births in 1994 were slightly higher than the number
recorded in 1984 (3,993). For counties, births to teens in 1994 ranged from 2 in Ringgold to 530 in Polk.
Fifty-two counties had fewer than 20 births to teens. In each of the 14 years, Polk had the highest number
of teen births, with Scott the second highest. From 1981 through 1994, the county with the lowest number
of births to teens recorded six or fewer.

Fifty-six counties had fewer teen births in 1994 than in 1984 (Table 3); of the remaining 43, seven
had the same numbers both years while 25 counties increased by less than 10 births to teens. Eleven
increased by at least 10, although Linn was the only county with at least 50 more teen births in 1994 than
in 1984. Counties with a decrease in teen births of at least 15 were Cedar, Dubuque, and Webster. The
decline of 22 in Dubuque was the largest. Forty-seven counties reported decreases of 10 or fewer.

Out-of-Wedlock Births to Teens

Teen births out of wediock numbered 3,217 in the state in 1994. Teen out-of-wedlock births
declined each year from 1981 to 1984, then increased annually from 1984 to 1993, and decreased by 12
between 1993 and 1994 (Table 2).

In 1984, teen out-of-wedlock births occurred disproportionately in the larger, urban counties. In
that year, six counties (Black Hawk, Linn, Polk, Pottawattamie, Scott, Woodbury) had 41.5 percent of all
teen births but 51.4 percent of the out-of-wedlock teen births. This changed by 1994; in that year, these
six urban counties had 45.1 percent of all births to teens and 47.8 percent of the out-of-wedlock teen
births. These 1994 percentages are quite similar, indicating that teens in both the most urban and other
counties are opting for out-of-wedlock births at about the same rate.

Between 1984 and 1994, all the counties experienced years when the number of teen out-of-
wedlock births increased and other years when the number decreased. Differences between 1984 and
1994 ranged from a decline of 5 to a gain of 161 (Table 3). Eight counties had fewer teen out-of-wedlock
births in 1994 than in 1984, seven counties were the same in both years, and 84 counties showed an
increase. For 61 of the counties, the change in either direction was less than 10 teen out-of-wedlock
births; Polk’s increase of 161 was the only one greater than 100.

The combination of fewer births to teens along with an increase in the number of teen out-of-
wedlock births resulted in an increase from 1984 to 1994 in the proportion of teen births in lowa that were
out of wedlock (Table 3, Figure 1). In 1984, 2,048 of 3,993 teen births (51.3%) were out of wedlock. By
1994, 3,217 of 4,041 teen births—nearly four of every five (79.6%)-were out of wedlock.

For the counties in 1994, the percentage of teen births that were out of wedlock ranged from less
than 50 percent in five counties to 75 percent or more in 53 others (Figure 3). In 1984, the highest
percentage for any county was 69.6 percent (Webster) and in only 16 others were more than halif of the
births to teens out of wedlock. In 1994, 94 counties had half or more of their teen births out of wedlock.
Four counties (Adams, Davis, Emmet, Humboldt) had a lower percentage of teen births out of wedlock in
1994 than in 1984,
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Births to Teens Compared with Total Births

_The proportion of the total births that were to teens in 1984 (9.4%) increased slightly to 10.9
percent in 1994 (Table 3). In 1994, the percentages of the total births that were to teens ranged from 3.6
in Kossuth to 21.2 in Decatur, the only county greater than 19 percent. Although there were year-to-year

variations for all the counties, teen births, as a percentage of all births, were lower in 1994 than in 1984 for
35 counties.

Teens tended to have a much higher percentage of their births out of wedlock than the population
overall. In most counties for both 1984 and 1994, the percentage of teen births that were out of wedlock
was significantly higher than the percentage of all births that were out of wediock (Table 3).

For the state, the number of teen out-of-wedlock births remained relatively stable between 1981
and 1987 although they generally increased from 1987 to 1993. From 1984 to 1994, teen out-of-wedlock
births increased 57.1 percent. In comparison, the total number of out-of-wedlock births increased
somewhat faster (73.1%) in the same years. Consequently, teen out-of-wedlock births, which were 38.5
percent of all out-of-wedlock births in 1984, were down to 35.0 percent of all out-of-wedlock births in 1994
(Table 3).

For the counties in 1994, teen out-of-wedlock births, as a proportion of all out-of-wedlock births,
ranged from less than 25 percent in 14 counties to 50 percent or more in nine others. Fifty-seven counties

had a lower proportion of all out-of-wedlock births to teens in 1994 than in 1984 while 40 counties
increased. Fremont and Ringgold had the same percentages both years.

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Infant Mortality in lowa's Counties: 1980-1994

In 1994, 273 infants died before they reached one year of age in the State of lowa (Table 1),
according to records kept by the lowa Department of Public Health. Only 1993 (261) had a lower number
during the 1980-1994 period (Figure 1). The 1994 number was only 48.3 percent of the 565 infant deaths
in 1980. The reduction occurred throughout the period, with declines greater than 50 between 1980 and
1981, 1982 and 1983, and 1985 and 1986. Slight increases took place from 1984 to 1985, 1986 to 1987,
and 1993 to 1994. Deaths are reported for the county of residence of the deceased, while births are
recorded by the county of residence of the mother; neither are based on where the event occurred.

A total of 5415 infants died during the 15 years from 1980 through 1994. Polk (828) had the
highest number during this period. Nine others (Black Hawk, Dubuque, Johnson, Linn, Muscatine,
Pottawattamie, Scott, Story, Woodbury) each reported at least 100 infant deaths. These 10 counties
accounted for more than half (2,882, 53.2%) of the deaths to infants from 1980 through 1994. Seventeen
counties had 14 or fewer infant deaths during these 15 years, or an average of less than one per year.
Three-fifths (61) of the 99 counties counted more than 14 but fewer than 50 infant deaths.

Infant mortality rates are reported as the number of deaths to infants under one year of age for
every 1,000 live births (infant deaths divided by live births, with the result multiplied by 1,000). For the
entire 15-year period, the infant mortality rate was 8.9 (or 8.9 infant deaths for every 1,000 live births)
(Table 2). In 1980, the rate was 11.8; substantial declines occurred through the 1980s and early 1990s,
with a rate of 7.4 reported for 1994 (Figure 2). When infant deaths and live births were accumulated for
the years 1980 through 1984, the infant mortality rate was 10.0; the rate declined to 8.8 for the 1985-1989
period, and it was 7.7 when the data were tallied for 1990 through 1994.

A third (33) of lowa's 99 counties had infant mortality rates equaling or exceeding the state figure
of 8.9 for the 1980-1994 period. Twelve counties reported rates of 10.0 or higher (Figure 3). Four
(Emmet, Taylor, Van Buren, Woodbury) had rates of at least 11.0; these were the only counties with rates
two points or more above that for the state. Twenty-six counties were more than two points below the
state's rate. Three (Adair, Osceola, Union) had rates that were less than half that of the state.

Forty-one counties matched the state's pattern of declining mortality rates across the three
subperiods (1980-1984, 1985-1989, 1990-1994) (Table 2). But six others (Adair, Dickinson, Montgomery,
Shelby, Sioux, Union) had rates that increased through the three sets of years. Rather large fluctuations
occurred in some counties, primarily because of the small numbers of infant deaths or live births even
when data for five years were summed. That suggests that great caution should be taken in drawing
conclusions from a single year of infant mortality figures in any county.

The lowa Department of Public Health maintains records on the causes of death of residents in
lowa's counties. Deaths from causes other than iliness and disease include motor vehicle accidents,
other accidents, suicides, and homicides. From 1980 through 1994, the 22,496 deaths due to these four
causes accounted for 5.5% of all deaths (408,704) in lowa. All deaths are recorded by the county of
residence of the deceased, not by where the death occurred.

Deaths Due to Motor Vehicle Accidents

in 1994, 518 lowans died in motor vehicle accidents (Table 1). From 1980 through 1993, eight
years had lower totals than that reported in 1994. Deaths from motor vehicle accidents were substantially
higher in 1980 and 1981, exceeding 650 both years (Figure 1).

Polk had more residents (53) die in motor vehicle accidents in 1994 than did any other county.
The next highest counties were Black Hawk, Linn, and Scott. Six counties had from 10 to 17 such deaths.
Twenty-seven counties had from five to nine motor vehicle deaths while a majority (58) had one to four.
Four counties (Adair, Audubon, Clarke, Jefferson) had no residents die in motor vehicle accidents in 1994,

A total of 7,881 lowa residents died in motor vehicle accidents from 1980 through 1994. Of these,
693 were residents of Polk. Eighteen other counties had at least 100 residents die in this manner between
1980 and 1994. Adams had 16 residents die in motor vehicle accidents during the 15 year period, the
lowest of any county.

Deaths Due to Other Accidents

Included in the category of other accidents are deaths by falls, drowning, fire, suffocation,
accidental poisoning, and gunshots; deaths from boat and airplane accidents also are counted in this
category. The deaths of 603 lowans were due to these kinds of incidents in 1994 (Table 2). In 1980, 652
accidental deaths not involving motor vehicles occurred to lowa residents, the highest during the period
reviewed (Figure 1).

In 1994, Polk had the highest number (57) of deaths from accidents other than those involving
motor vehicles, followed by Black Hawk and Scott. Five or fewer such deaths occurred in 65 counties in
1994; among these, no deaths from these kinds of accidents were reported for residents of three counties.

During the 1980-1994 period, accidents other than those involving motor vehicles claimed the
lives of 8,728 lowans. Polk's total was 1,041, nearly triple that of second place Linn (365). Twenty other
counties recorded 100 or more such accidental deaths during the 15 years. Ringgold and Osceola (22)
had the fewest of these accidental deaths during the period.

lowa recorded 322 suicides in 1994, a number substantially greater than the 1992 low of 287
(Table 3, Figure 1). Polk, Linn, and Scott were the only counties with at least 20 suicides in 1994. A large
maijority (83) of the counties had five or fewer; of these, 21 had no suicides in 1994.

A total of 4,931 lowans committed suicide from 1980 through 1994. More than 100 occurred to
residents of Black Hawk, Dubuque, Johnson, Linn, Polk, Pottawattamie, Scott, and Woodbury counties.
Adams and Howard (7 each) had the lowest totals for the 15 years.

Deaths Due to Homicide

There were more homicides in lowa in 1994 (64) than in 8 of the other 14 years reported (Table 4,
Figure 1); the highest number during the decade was 80 in 1981. More than three-fourths (78) of lowa's
counties had no homicides in 1994 and another 13 counties had only one. Polk (20) had the most; Linn,
Pottawattamie, and Scott also had at least five homicides in 1994.

From 1980 through 1994, 956 lowans died by homicide. Of these, 236 were Polk residents, 80
were from Scott, 59 from Black Hawk, and 55 from Linn. These four counties accounted for 45.0 percent

of all of lowa's homicides during these 15 years. Eleven counties had no homicides from 1980 to 1994,
while 31 counties had one or two residents who died in this manner.

Information on injuries and fatalities occurring on lowa's farms is collected annually by the lowa
Department of Public Health through its Sentinel Project Researching Agricultural Injury Notification
Systems. The first year for which data were gathered was 1990.

Injuries on Farms

In 1994, 2,433 farm-related injuries occurred in lowa (Table 1). The number of injuries increased
between 1990 and 1992, although a decrease of 771 occurred between 1992 and 1993; a gain of 129 took
place between 1993 and 1994. Of the 12,614 injuries that occurred over this four-year period, 10,585
(83.9%) were related to work. Both work- and leisure-related injuries increased from 1930 through 1992,
declined between 1992 and 1993, and then gained again between 1993 and 1994.

Sioux (490) and Winneshiek (488) were the only counties listing at least 400 farm-related injuries
from 1990 through 1994. Another five (Buchanan, Crawford, Dubuque, Fayette, Poweshiek) noted 300-
399. Of the 45 counties where injuries totaled less than 100 in the 1990-1994 period, six (Buena Vista,
Dallas, Louisa, Lucas, Polk, Warren) had fewer than 40.

In the five years examined, work-related injuries on farms ranged from fewer than 50 in 21
counties to more than 200 in eight (Buchanan, Crawford, Dubuque, Fayette, Poweshiek, Sioux,
Washington, Winneshiek). Ten counties reported at least 50 leisure-related injuries during the five-year
period; 29 counties had fewer than 10 such injuries.

Fatalities on Farms

In 1994, 66 farm-related fatalities occurred in lowa. Of the 45 counties that had fatalities, three
(Cedar, Marshall, Sioux) reported three fatalities while 15 had two farm-related deaths. Fifty-four counties
had no fatalities that were related to farms in 1994,

From 1990 through 1994, 353 farm-related deaths took place in the state. Two counties (Grundy,
O'Brien) had no farm-related fatalities. Three counties (Clayton, Jackson, Pottawattamie) had more than
10. When single years are examined, no county had more than five farm-related fatalities in any one year.

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Marriages and Dissolutions in lowa's Counties:

1980-1994

Marriages and dissolutions for lowa and its counties are recorded annually by the lowa
Department of Public Health. Both marriages and dissolutions are counted according to the county in
which they occur. Dissolutions are, for the most part, divorces, although annulments are also included.

Marriages

lowa recorded 22,924 marriages in 1994, 102 more than in 1993 (Table 1, Figure 1). This was
only the fourth time since 1980 that there was an increase in marriages over the previous year; declines
occurred each year from 1989 through 1993.

The increase in marriages from 1987 to 1989 must be interpreted with caution. As of 1988, the
State of lllinois added a requirement for a blood test for HIV (Human Immunodeficiency Virus) before a
marriage license would be issued. Discussions with county officials in eastern lowa indicate that a
portion of the increase in marriages reported in several lowa counties bordering the Mississippi River
was due to lllinois residents. Thus, an unknown proportion of the increase in marriages from 1987 to
1889 in lowa was caused by the change in the law in lllinois; this law was rescinded in September of
1989.

In 1994, Polk's 3,112 marriages constituted the highest number in any county. Linn and Scott
also had more than 1,000 marriages that year. Seven counties (Black Hawk, Chickasaw, Dubuque,
Johnson, Pottawattamie, Story, Woodbury) recorded 500 to 999 marriages, 14 were between 200 and
499, and 35 counties had 100 to 199 marriages. Forty counties had fewer than 100 marriages in 1994;
the lowest number was in Adams (29).

Fifty of the counties followed the state trend with more marriages in 1994 than in 1993. Six
counties (Clinton, Dubuque, Johnson, Polk, Pottawattamie, Woodbury) increased by at least 50
marriages. Declines greater than 50 occurred in Chickasaw, Muscatine, and Scott.

More than 3,400 fewer marriages occurred in towa in 1994 than in 1984, Ninety-one counties
mirrored this trend. Five (Chickasaw, Clinton, Des Moines, Pottawattamie, Scott) had at least 100 fewer
marriages in 1994 than in 1984. Increases occurred in eight counties, with Van Buren (+20) gaining the
most marriages when the numbers for 1984 and 1994 were compared.

Dissolutions

There were 10,885 dissolutions in lowa in 1994, 185 more than in 1993. Between 1980 and 1994
there were seven times when dissolutions increased compared with the previous year and seven times
when dissolutions decreased (Table 2, Figure 1). Most of these year-to-year changes were modest, but
between 1981 and 1982 there was a decline in dissolutions of 1,202. This large decrease followed the
year (1981) in which the number of dissolutions was the highest ever recorded in lowa.

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Dissolutions were highest in 1994 in Polk, the only county with more than 1,000. Other counties
with at least 400 dissolutions that year were Black Hawk, Linn, Pottawattamie, Scott, and Woodbury.
Seventeen counties had between 100 and 399 dissolutions, 30 recorded 50 to 99, and 46 counties had
fewer than 50. Adams, Osceola, Ringgold, and Wayne were the only counties with fewer than 20
dissolutions.

Between 1993 and 1994, the number of dissolutions remained the same in three counties,
decreased in 42, and increased in 54. Increases were 10 or more in 21 counties, although a gain greater
than 80 occurred only in Polk (+153). Among the counties with fewer dissolutions in 1994 than in 1983,
31 declined by less than 20. The largest drop occurred in Black Hawk (-85), the only county where the
number of dissolutions declined by at least 50.

Across the state, there were 376 more dissolutions in 1994 than in *1384. More than half (61) the
counties followed that trend. Thirty-four counties had fewer dissolutions at the end of the period than at
the beginning, while four had the same number both years. Only Black Hawk had at least 100 fewer
dissolutions in 1994 than in 1984. Among counties that had more dissolutions at the end than the
beginning of the period, most showed relatively low gains. Only Polk had at least 100 more dissolutions
in 1994 than in 1984.

lowa's labor force was estimated to include 1,570,000 people in 1994, which is the highest figure
reported for the period included in Table 1 (1979-1994). Aithough the state's labor force grew from 1979
to 1980, it then generally declined through 1984. The pattern changed back to growth from 1984 to 1985
and increases occurred each year until a decline took place from 1989 to 1990. Since then, increases
generally occurred. Labor force data include persons who are unempioyed and looking for work as well
as those who are already employed. This information is estimated by the lowa Department of
Employment Services in cooperation with the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the U.S. Department of Labor;
the methods used are consistent from state to state. The information on unemployment includes the
number of persons receiving unemployment benefits plus an estimate of the number unemployed who do
not receive such benefits. The data on employment are derived from monthly surveys of those employed
in nonfarm jobs plus estimates of those seif-employed and those working on farms. Additional factors are
applied to account for multiple job holders, commuters, and new and re-entering workers.

In 1994, Polk county had 208,600 in the labor force, nearly double the next highest county (Linn,
105,400). Adams and Ringgold, in contrast, reported fewer than 3,000 in the labor force. Polk's labor
force increased by 41,800 between 1984 and 1994. Black Hawk, Dubuque, Johnson, Linn, Scott, Story,
and Woodbury each had gains of more than 5,000. Although lowa had 155,000 more people in the labor
force in 1994 than in 1984, 30 counties had a smalier labor force at the end of the period. Of these 30
counties, only Cass and Wright had declines greater than 1,000.

Employment

Employment in lowa in 1994 (1,508,000) was 20,000 above that for 1993 (Table 2), which was the
previous high point in the period examined. The annual gains recorded from 1985 through 1989 and
again from 1990 to 1994 show that the state rebounded from employment losses from 1979 through 1982
and from 1984 to 1985.

In lowa's counties in 1994, the number employed ranged from under 3,000 in Adams and
Ringgold to 202,000 in Polk. Seventeen counties were in the 3,000 to 4,999 range. Five urban counties
(Black Hawk, Johnson, Linn, Scott, Woodbury), in addition to Polk, had more than 50,000 employed in
1994; another 29 had employment totals ranging from 10,000 to 49,000.

The state had 196,000 more employed persons in 1994 than in 1984, an increase of 14.9 percent.
Polk increased the most (+45,400) and Linn was second (+24,100), Black Hawk, Johnson, and Scott were
the only other counties gaining at least 10,000 employees. Black Hawk, Johnson, Linn, Polk, and Scott
together accounted for more than half (52.8%) of the state's gain in employment from 1984 to 1994.
Twenty-three counties had lower numbers employed in 1994 than in 1984. Only Wright had a decrease of
at least 1,000.

Between 1984 and 1994, employment increased more than 25 percent in five counties (Dubuque,
Linn, Louisa, Madison, Polk), with the greatest percentage increase occurring in Louisa (+37.4%). A
percentage decline from 1984 to 1994 of at least 10 percent occurred in Adams, Fremont, Lucas,
Pocahontas, and Wright.

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Unemployment

Unemployment figures for lowa during this period reflect the economic difficulties encountered by
the state in the first half of the 1980s. Unemployment was 59,000 in 1979, but it was 121,000 in 1982
(Table 3). For four of the five years from 1982 through 1986, unemployment was more than 100,000.
Relatively rapid decreases, especially from 1986 through 1988, brought the figure down to 63,000 in 1990.
That was a decline of 47.9 percent from the period high in 1982. But the number unemployed increased
by 7,000 between 1990 and 1991 and by 2,000 between 1991 and 1992. In contrast, a decrease of
10,000 occurred between 1992 and 1993 on the number unemployed. The 1994 figure of 58,000 was
lower than any year reported here.

Just as Polk led in labor force and employment numbers, it also had the highest number
unemployed (6,200) in 1994. Black Hawk, Linn, and Scott were the only others above 3,000. Nine
counties had from 1,000 to 3,000 unemployed. Twenty-two counties had fewer than 200 unemployed in
1994, the lowest was Adams, the only county with fewer than 100 unemployed.

Unemployment in 1994 was much lower than the figures for the years 1982 through 1985 in most
of lowa's counties. Ninety-one counties recorded their highest unemployment for the period during one of
those four years. All counties except Johnson and Story had lower numbers unemployed in 1994 than in
1984,

Unemployment Rates

When the number unemployed is divided by the number in the labor force and the result is
multiplied by 100, an unemployment rate is obtained. These rates (number unemployed of every 100 in
the labor force) were highest in lowa from 1981 through 1986 (Table 4). The highest annual rate (1982,
8.5%) was about double the rates in the late 1970s (4.0%-4.1%) and 1989 (4.3%) or 1990 (4.2%). The
state's unemployment rate increased to 4.6 percent in 1991 and 1992 but decreased to 3.7 percent in
1994,

For the counties in 1994, unemployment rates varied from 2.0 percent (lowa) to 8.3 percent
(Floyd). Unemployment rates in 1994 were much lower than those in 1984. In 1984, 51 counties had
unemployment rates of 7.0 percent or greater. Ten years later, only one county was above 7.0 percent.
Ninety-eight counties had lower unemployment rates in 1994 than they did in 1984. The rate increased
insignificantly in Johnson when the two years were compared.

Note: Caution must be exercised in interpreting these numbers. They are based on estimates generated
annually by the lowa Department of Employment Services under guidelines set by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics in the U.S. Department of Labor; all states use virtually identical methods to compute labor force
statistics.
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Per Capita Income in lowa's Counties:
1973-1993

Per capita income, a measure of average income per person, was $18,275 for fowa in 1993, a
figure more than $2,000 below that for the United States (Table 1). It increased for lowa every year from
1973 through 1893, although the gains were small from 1981 through 1983 and again from 1992 to 1993.
This information is reported annually for all states and counties by the Bureau of Economic Analysis in the
U.S. Department of Commerce. In the calculation of income, the Bureau of Economic Analysis includes
income from sources such as wages, salaries, self-employment, farming, interest, rent, social security,
and public assistance. Also included is the imputed value of non-monetary income or benefits such as
Medicare, public housing subsidies, and other "in-kind" resources. Because of the inclusion of the value
of non-monetary benefits, the income figures from the Bureau of Economic Analysis will generally be
higher than figures produced by the Census Bureau which do not include such "in-kind" benefits. In this
report, both initial per capita income figures and data adjusted for inflation are presented.

Per Capita Income

Counties in lowa varied in per capita income (Figure 1). In 1993, Polk had the highest ($23,063)
and Taylor the lowest ($12,525) per capita income, a difference of more than $10,000. Starting with 1980,
there was a difference of at least $5,000 between the lowest and the highest county every year. This gap
has been increasing; it has been at least $7,500 each year since 1988 and exceeded $10,000 for the first
time in 1993. Polk has had the highest per capita income since 1976 and Linn consistently has been
among the top five in recent years. Decatur has ranked among the lowest five every year in the 1973-
1993 period. Other counties among the lowest in recent years were Davis, Ringgold, Taylor, and Van
Buren.

Per capita income gained in all counties from 1977 to 1978, 1980 to 1981, 1988 to 1989, and
1991 to 1992. Between 1992 and 1993, however, per capita income decreased in 68 of lowa's 99
counties. A majority of lowa counties also had decreases in per capita income from 1973 to 1974 (56). At
least 40 had declines in three comparisons (1981-1982, 1982-1983, 1987-1988). These year-to-year
variations reflect changes in the economy in lowa and its counties.

From 1973 to 1993, lowa's per capita income increased by $12,986 (Table 3, Figure 2). Increases
were under $10,000 in 27 counties, although only Osceola, Ringgold, and Taylor reported gains below
$8,000. Seven counties had increases in per capita income of at least $14,000, with Polk (+$17,441) the
only one exceeding $16,000. During the 1973-1993 period, 23 counties increased every year, but the
other 76 declined one or more times. Some counties decreased in eight (Greene, lda, Palo Alto,
Pocahontas) or nine (Adair) of the 20 comparisons of one year with the next.

In percentage terms, lowa's per capita income increased 245 percent between 1973 and 1993.
Gains in lowa's counties ranged from 106 percent in Osceola to 327 percent in Johnson. Two others
(Polk, Winneshiek) increased by at least 300 percent.

Per Capita Income Adjusted for Inflation
Rising prices of goods and services between 1973 and 1993 affected what lowans could

purchase with their income. To determine whether income was keeping pace with inflation, the per capita
income figures were adjusted to 1993 dollars based on the consumer price index for each year. Per

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capita income adjusted for infiation was higher in 1993 than it was in 1973 for lowa (Table 2, Figure 3), but
it did not increase each year as was the case before adjustment (Table 1). Instead, there were eight times
(1973 to 1974, 1978 to 1979, 1979 to 1980, 1981 to 1982, 1982 to 1983, 1987 to 1988, 1990 to 1991,
1992 to 1993) when it declined. The purchasing power of lowa's residents was greater in 1978 than it was
from 1979 through 1988.

County trends for adjusted per capita income show more variation than when the unadjusted
figures were examined. Differences between the highest and lowest counties reached $7,000-$7,999 in 4
years, $8,000-3$8,999 in 8 years, and more than $9,000 in 7 years. Adjusted per capita income never
increased in all lowa counties. More than 90 counties had decreases from 1973 to 1974, 1978 to 1979,
1979 to 1980, 1981 to 1982, 1990 to 1991, and 1992 to 1993 when per capita income was adjusted for
inflation. More counties experienced declines with the adjusted than the unadjusted figures, indicating that
some did not always keep up with inflation even though income rose.

For the entire period between 1973 and 1993, lowa's adjusted per capita income increased by
$1,431. Forty-one counties experienced gains (Table 3). Seven counties (Dubuque, Johnson, Linn,
Muscatine, Polk, Story, Winneshiek) increased by at least $3,000, with only Polk exceeding $5,000. In 58
counties, adjusted per capita income was lower in 1993 than it had been 20 years earlier. Eighteen
counties had figures at least $3,000 lower in 1893 than in 1973. In five (Fremont, Greene, Kossuth,
Osceola, Pocahontas), the drop exceeded $5,000. In these and several other rural counties, the decline
is due to comparing relatively good (1973) and bad (1993) years for agriculture. None of the counties had
increases in adjusted per capita income in all 20 year-to-year comparisons from 1973 through 1993. Polk
declined only four times, while Linn had five and Johnson had six decreases. Nineteen counties declined
in 11 instances when adjacent years were compared, seven declined 12 times, and Greene, Sac, and
Webster had losses in 13 of the 20 comparisons.

The state's percentage increase in adjusted per capita income from 1973 to 1993 was 8.5
percent. Gains ranged from less than 10 percent in 25 counties to more than 20 percent in seven others.
Thirty counties had percentage declines of less than 10 percent in adjusted per capita income when 1973
and 1993 were compared; another 15 were down at least 20 percent. These percentage changes for
adjusted per capita income were much less dramatic than those for the unadjusted figures. The adjusted
numbers, however, represented real gains in buying power after the effect of inflation was removed.

When the span of change is shortened to 1983-1993, again per capita income increased in every
county (Table 4). The state and 25 counties had no instances when per capita income decreased from
one year to the next during this period, although declines occurred three times in 25 counties and four
times in Greene, Howard, and Wright. The gain statewide in per capita income was $7,265 from 1983 to
1993, an increase of 66 percent.

When income in 1983 is adjusted for inflation that occurred from that year to 1993, however, the
increase is reduced to $2,614 (+16.7%) (Table 4). In three of the year-to-year comparisons, adjusted per
capita income declined in lowa during those years. Benton, Sac, Washington, and Wright reported
decreases in 6 of the 10 comparisons; declines occurred in 5 years for 20 others. Only Polk had an
increase in adjusted per capita income each year. All but four counties noted adjusted figures higher in
1993 than in 1983, indicating that buying power had increased in most. Gains of at least 30 percent
occurred in eight counties, with three (Audubon, Clayton, Winneshiek) at 40 percent or higher when the
1983 and 1993 figures for adjusted per capita income were compared.

Information related to selected categories of income is estimated annually by the Bureau of
Economic Analysis of the U.S. Department of Commerce. Four categories are included in this report.
Nonfarm earnings include any income from wages, salaries, and self-employment received from other
than farming activities. The second category consists of farm earnings, which refer to wages, salaries,
and self-employment earnings received in farming activities. Dividends, interest, and rent constitute the
third category. The fourth category includes transfer payments, with social security and public assistance
benefits the two primary components; also included is the imputed value of non-monetary income or
benefits such as Medicare, public housing subsidies, and other "in-kind" resources. The sum of the four
categories represents total income in lowa and its counties. Because of the inclusion of the value of non-
monetary benefits, the income figures from the Bureau of Economic Analysis will generally be higher than
figures produced by the U.S. Bureau of the Census which do not include such "in-kind" benefits. In this
report, both initial income figures and data adjusted for inflation (using 1993 dollar values) are presented.
The adjusted figures indicate whether income trends were keeping pace with the rising prices of goods
and services.

Total Personal income

Total personal income is derived from broad sources: personal employment, which generates
personal earnings from farm or nonfarm sources; dividends, interest, and rents received by individuals,
which are the returns received for investing money, land, and capital in the production process, and
transfer payments to individuals, which include payments for which no goods or services are provided in
return.

Personal income totaled $51.6 billion in 1993, up a half billion from 1992 and $20 billion from 1983
(Table 1). In 1993, income ranged from $65.4 million in Adams to $7.9 billion in Polk. Adams is lowa's
least populous county, while Polk has the highest number of residents; in general, total income tends to
follow the ranking on total population. Income increased by 63.1 percent from 1983 to 1993 in lowa; gains
occurred in all counties. Two (Adams, Fremont) increased by less than $20 million; three others (Linn,
Polk, Scott) each gained more than $1 billion from 1983 to 1993.

When inflation is taken into account, however, increases in total personal income show a
somewhat different pattern (Table 2). Adjusted income increased between 1983 and 1993 but not
annually. Instead, only 6 of the 10 year-to-year comparisons produced gains, the total increase for the
period was $6.6 billion or 14.7 percent. County patterns also differed; 22 counties had lower total personal
income in 1993 than in 1983 after inflation was included in the calculations. In general, declines in
adjusted total income occurred in rural counties. Wright's decrease was more than $50 million, which was
the highest drop in these 22 counties. Gains in adjusted income in the remaining 77 counties were
greatest in Polk (+$1.9 billion), Linn (+$742 million), and Johnson (+$528 million); eight others increased
by at least $100 million from 1983 to 1993.

Nonfarm Earnings

Of the four categories that are summed to yield total personal income, nonfarm earnings
constitutes by far the largest share ($33.1 billion, or 64.2% of the total in 1993) (Table 3). Statewide,

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nonfarm earnings increased each year from 1983 to 1993, the gain was 70.9 percent during this period.
All counties reported increases as well. Nonfarm eamings tend to follow the distribution of population;
counties with greater numbers of residents generally have higher nonfarm earnings. Polk's nonfarm
earnings of $5.8 billion is more than twice that of Linn's $2.6 billion; Black Hawk, Dubuque, Johnson,
Scott, and Woodbury also reported earnings in this category of at least $1 billion in 1993. Adams,
Ringgold, Taylor, and Wayne are the only counties with nonfarm earnings of less than $50 million in 1993,
although another 26 were under $100 million that year.

Although the state had an inflation-adjusted increase in nonfarm earnings of $5.5 billion (20.1%)
from 1983 to 1993, nine counties had lower nonfarm earnings in the later year after inflation is factored
into the calculations (Table 4). Seven of the nine experienced declines of at least $1 million, although
Wright's decrease of $20.1 million far surpassed Cass’ $7.4 million drop, which was the second greatest
decline. In the remaining 90 counties, changes in nonfarm earnings exceeded the rate of inflation. Polk's
increase of $1.6 billion was followed by a $627 million gain in Linn. Seven others reported at least $100
million more in adjusted nonfarm earnings in 1993 than in 1983. Inflation-adjusted changes in nonfarm
earnings across counties range from a decline of 15.4 percent in Wright to a gain of 40.5 percent in lowa
when 1983 and 1993 are compared.

In 1983, nonfarm earnings accounted for 61.3 percent of total personal income in lowa. This
percentage changed little between that year and 1993, when the figure was 64.2 percent (Table 5).
Substantial differences occurred in counties, however. In 1993, for example, more than 70 percent of total
income was derived from nonfarm earnings in Johnson, Linn, Polk, Story, and Warren counties, while this
source of income accounted for less than 50 percent of the total in Calhoun, Greene, Keokuk, Sac, Taylor,
and Wayne.

Farm Earnings

lowa's farm earnings totaled $383 million in 1993, which was far lower than 10 of the 11 years
reported (Table 6). Farm earnings declined in 3 of the 10 year-to-year comparisons and were negative for
the state in 1983. Although farm earnings dropped $668 million between 1990 and 1991, they rebounded
by $394 million between 1991 and 1992 only to decline again by nearly $1.6 billion between 1992 and
1993, a year when flooding greatly affected farms.

Farm earnings were negative in 33 counties in 1993. Only in Kossuth was that negative figure
greater than $3 million. In the 66 counties with positive numbers, earnings ranged from less than $5
million in 31 to more than $10 million in 18 others.

Farm earnings can be negative because losses can exceed gains in a particular year. The farm
crisis clearly is indicated in the earnings reported; at least one county from 1983 through 1986 reported
negative farm earnings. One year—1983—-was particularly noteworthy; two-thirds (66) of the counties had
negative farm earnings that year and so did the state. From 1987 through 1992, however, all counties had
positive farm earnings each year; that string was broken in 1993. Inflation-adjusted farm earnings (Table
7) still show significant year-to-year variations. The adjusted figure was highest in 1987 ($2.8 billion); it
was about $2.5 billion in 1989 and 1990.

Farm earnings constituted a relatively small percentage of lowa's total personal income in the
1983-1993 period (Table 8). The 5.7 percent reported for 1987 was the highest, while negative farm
earnings for the state in 1983 translated into a negative percentage (-0.6%) of that year's total income. In
1993, farm earnings accounted for less than 1 percent of total income in the state. Eamings from farms
were at least 5.0 percent of total income in only six counties that year; in 1990-1992, at least 20 counties
had 10 percent or more of personal income from farming.

Dividends, Interest, and Rent
Income from dividends, interest, and rent increased from 1983 to 1986, declined from 1986 to

1988, gained again from 1988 to 1990, decreased slightly from 1990 to 1991, and then increased slightly
to 1993's figure of $9.1 billion (Table 8). Over the period, income from this source increased by $1.7
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billion. In 1993, dividends, interest, and rent provided income exceeding $1.1 billion in Potk and more than
$450 million in Linn and Scott. It was at least $100 million in another 15 counties.

After adjustments are made for infiation, income from dividends, interest, and rent was $1.4 billion
lower in 1993 than 10 years earlier (Table 10). The percentage that income from this source constituted
of total personal income declined during this period. In 1983, 23.3 percent of total personal income came

from dividends, interest, and rent (Table 11). Percentages decreased steadily from that point to 17.6
percent in 1993.

Again, differences occur across counties. Dividends, interest, and rent accounted for at least 25.0
percent of total personal income in nine counties. In another seven, less than 15.0 percent of total income
came from dividends, interest, and rent in 1993.

Transfer Payments

The final category of income includes transfer payments, which increased annually from $5.1
billion in 1983 to $9.0 billion 10 years later (Table 12). Twenty counties listed at least $100 million in
transfer payments in 1993, although only Polk ($1.0 billion) reported a total greater than $500 million.
Adams ($17 million) was the only county with less than $20 million in transfer payments.

Substantial gains occurred among transfer payments even after controlling for inflation (Table 13).
These payments increased 25.4 percent from 1983 to 1993, with annual gains occurring from 1987 to
1993. The percentage of total personal income that comes from transfer payments also increased (Table
14). The 1984 figure of 14.8 percent, the lowest reported for the 1983-1993 period, increased to 17.5
percent in 1993; this nearly equaled the percentage of 17.6 from dividends, interest, and rent that year.

Only in Johnson (9.0%) did less than 12 percent of total personal income come from transfer
payments in 1993. Decatur, Mills, Taylor, and Wayne were the only counties with more than 30 percent of
income generated by this source. Caution is urged in interpreting these and all numbers and percentages
in this report, of course; the location of a state institution in Mills could have influenced these results, for
example.

Concluding Comments

In 1993, 64.2 percent of total personal income came from nonfarm earnings; 0.7 percent from
farm earnings; 17.6 percent from dividends, interest, and rent; and 17.5 percent from transfer payments
(Figure 1). The percentages for 1983 were 61.3, -0.6, 23.3, and 16.0, respectively. While three of these
categories had increases, the percentage of income derived from dividends, interest, and rent declined.
This occurred even though the actual income from dividends, interest, and rent increased during the
period under study; the share of total personal income from this source declined because gains were
greater in other categories of income.

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The lowa Department of Revenue and Finance annually reports sales tax receipts by the location
of sales. Because these taxes are a set percentage of sales, they can be used to generate the actual
dollars received from those sales. These data have been aggregated by county in this report.
Adjustments have been made in the figures for counties in which additional sales taxes have been
generated through local options approved by voters.

Sales Receipts Subject to Sales Tax

In 1980, more than $15 billion in sales were reported on which sales taxes were collected (Table
1). By 1994, this figure had increased to more than $24 billion. Increases of more than $1 billion from
1988 to 1989, from 1989 to 1990, from 1992 to 1993, and from 1993 to 1994 were the largest reported
between 1980 and 1994. A minor decrease occurred between 1980 and 1981.

Sales varied greatly among lowa's counties. In 1994, for example, Polk had sales subject to tax
of $5.4 billion, which was more than a fifth (22.0%) of all dollars subject to sales tax in the state. Four
other counties (Black Hawk, Linn, Scott, Woodbury) reported at least a billion dollars in sales. Nearly half
(47.3%) of all sales in the state were generated in these five counties in 1994. Sales were less than $50
million in 24 counties; six of these (Adams, Ringgoid, Taylor, Van Buren, Wayne, Worth) had receipts from
sales of less than $25 million in 1994.

When 1984 and 1994 are compared, 82 counties had sales that were greater at the end of the
period than the beginning (Figure 2). The greatest increase was in Polk (+$2.5 billion), Linn's $971 million
gain was the second highest. Another 12 counties reported at least $100 million more in sales in 1994
than in 1984. Of the 17 counties that declined in sales, 14 dropped by less than $5 million when 1984 and
1994 are compared. Calhoun, Kossuth, and Pocahontas declined by $6.3 million to $9.4 million during
this period.

Three counties in which sales subject to sales tax increased by at least 80 percent from 1984 to
1994 deserve special mention. lowa County began the period at $89 million; it was $85 million higher by
1994, with much of the increase due to @ major shopping center constructed near an interstate highway.
Sales in Polk increased by $2.5 billion over this period; they were $2.9 billion in 1984. And Dickinson
gained $77 million by 1994 from its base of $93 million in 1984; this is related to its status as a recreational
center.

When adjusted for inflation, sales subject to sales tax varied in a relatively narrow band in the
years from 1984 to 1994, with the highest figure ($24.4 billion in 1994) about $1.8 billion above the lowest
one ($22.5 billion in 1986) (Table 2). Sales in 1994, however, would have to have been $2.1 billion higher
to equal the adjusted sales of 1980. In only 21 counties did adjusted sales increase in the period between
1984 and 1994, which suggests that sales did not keep pace with inflation in more than three-quarters of
the state's counties (Figure 3).
